With a repetition of last years severe course, only five riders in this morning's event managed to average 

over 20mph, in spite of good conditions. This event must surely be the country's "Hardest Hardrider of 

them all". Many opted to ride standard road bikes in the knowledge that tribars would only add to the 

weight while getting little use. 

 

Based around Dursley in South Gloucestershire four massive climbs; Rushmire, Crawley Hill, Frocester 

Hill and Selsey Hill, were strung together, bringing the total altitude gained to around 864 meters. Next 

year, the awesome Stouts Hill may be added at the end!!
